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Go on to the next pageThis shrine  is associated with the first emperor of 
Japan, Jimmu. Its enshrined deity, Yatagarasu (a 
legendary three-legged crow) is believed to have 
been sent from heaven as a guide for the Emperor 
Jimmu on his journey.

A well-known Christian 'daimyo' (feudal clan lord) 
Takayama Ukon spent his childhood  at Sawa Castle, 
located in this area. He was baptized there at the age of 
12. 
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
