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Ryuogabuchi Pond, located in Murou-Mukouji, Uda City, is
a natural pond that sits near Mt. Nukai (also known as
Mt. Yamato-Fuji) at an altitude of 530m. The pond offers
a beautiful mirror-like reflection of the surrounding
woods on a calm sunny day, and is a popular spot for
photographers throughout the year. There is a path
around the pond, so you can enjoy a relaxing stroll. This
place is one of the best hidden gems in Uda City!
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The best time to see the reflection is in the early morning when it is less windy.
It is not easily viewed from summer to autumn, because of aquatic plant life.
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@®When driving, please be cautious of deer and other wild animals crossing the road.
@®In summertime, the grass grows thickly around the pond, and the path can be

submerged in water. Please be cautious of wasps and vipers.

@®In wintertime, be cautious of snowy and icy roads. (Studded tires are necessary.)

@Mobile phones cannot be used in some areas because of poor reception.

@ There is no restroom here.
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Horikoshi Tongu is believed to have been built in this
area after the 45th emperor Shomu saw a golden hawk
during his pilgrimage to Ise Shrine in 740. It is not clear
where exactly in this area this shrine is located, but it is
likely this Horikoshi Shrine as it stands beside the
Ryuogabuchi Pond and enshrines Toyotamahime (a
daughter of the dragon-god of the sea in the Japanese
mythology).
